Title IX Hearing
Involved parties address an

impartial hearing panel,
which considers evidence

and convenes for a majority
vote. Individuals are able to

directly question one
another.

Other Prohibited
Conduct Hearing

Involved parties address an
impartial hearing panel,

which considers evidence
and convenes for a majority

vote. Individuals are not
able to directly question

one another.

Final Decision
The Ad-Hoc Hearing
Commitee issues a

recommendation. All
parties have the

opportunity to appeal.
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
